Please use the “Additional Information” box on the entry form to let the TO know if 

you can move on and off of the line in the time allowed, if you are able to get to the 

target to help score and/or pull arrows and if you will be bringing an assistant/agent. 

Please note that mobile vehicles are welcome on the playing field but archers must 

be aware of the weather conditions and whether this may affect their mobility on the 

range. 

  

EQUIPMENT Equipment checks will be carried out by the Judges prior to Assembly. Archers are 

responsible for ensuring their equipment meets the required standards for 

competition. 

Please note this is a multi use school playing field so no all carbon arrows are 

permitted. 

Gordano Valley Archers or The Downs School cannot accept any responsibility for 

damaged arrows, other equipment or archer’s property, however caused. 

  
DRESS CODE ArcheryGB dress code (Rule 307) applies and will be enforced. No denim or camo. 

  

DRUG TESTING Archers competing at record status tournaments will be liable for drug testing. 

Competitors who are approached to give samples must comply. Non-compliance 

will be treated as a positive result. Entries from archers under 18 must be 

acknowledged by a parent/guardian to signify their consent for a junior archer to be 

drug tested if approached. Please indicate consent using the relevant box on the 

entry form.
